Hillsberough County native
Stephanie Ann wore baby clothes
tor her first performance.

Less than a year old, her
“stage” was her crib and her audi-
ence wag her mother. She hadn’t
yet adopted her stage name, but
the daughter of Angelina and
Clyde Ford of Brandon kept on
singing and when she was 9, she
began playing the violin.

She said she got hooked on the
classics. But after practicing for
hours, playing Bach, Mozart and
Beethoven, she turned on the ra-
dio and jarmmed ta artists like
Charlie Daniels. ‘Tt was pretty
wild,” she said.

Stephanie Ann wént o1 1o per-
form professionally with some of
the very artists she listened toion
the radio. Those performances
gave her the incentive fo take the
Stephanie Ann Shew on the road,
said her agent and husband, Roa
Simon.

That road wound hack to Flor-
ida for performances, including a
1999 gig al the Florida State Fair,
and'now it will lead back to her
toots again when she performs at
this year’s Florida Strawberry Fes-
tval.

“I'was born in Tampa and
raised in Brandon,” she said, “But
even before we moved here,
came out to Brandon a lot.”

Whien she was a student at
Brandon High School, Stephanie
Ann and her sister, local violin in-
structor Melanie Tervell, enfered a
local contest for string players and
went on to win a national competi-
tion.

Stephanie Ann gradusited from
Brandon High in 1981 and wenton

io earn a bachelor’s degree in clas-
sical violin and voice from the Pea-
body Conservatory of Music inn Bal-
timofe: She then atiended the Uni-
versity of North Texas-on a full
scholarship and earned a master’s
degree inviolin and music educa-
tion.

Her professional career got off
to a star-studded start and she has
performed with artists including
Tony Berneti, Dionne Warwick,
Smokey Robinson and Marvin
Hamlisch. She has shared show
bills with country-music performe
eérs Bill Anderson, Neal McCoy,
and Ricky Skaggs.

“Stephanie Ann has performed
in Evrope, Canada, and in every
state but Hawaii. With Anderson,
she went all over the countrv: And
she has appeared on television
shows including the Grand Ole
Qpry, Music City Tonight and
Country Muisic News, and locally
on the Harris Live Show on Chan-
nel 8, Simon said.

Stephanie Ann has been are-
cording artist for RonDayVoo Re-
cords, an independent label, since
the mid-1920s.

Her dream, she said, “is to
reach every listener out there with
a positive message through ny
music.”

She'll be performing at11 a.m.,
1:30 p.m. and 3 p.m. every day at
the strawberry festival Thursday-
March 11. She's looking forward to
entertaining the fair visitors —and
to eating some strawberry short-
cake. “Tlove it, can’t wait to get
some,” she said.

She and her husband are build-
ing a home in the Brandon area
and plan to establish The Stepha-
nie Ann Conservatory of Violin in
the area,

“It's ene of the big things we
will be working on since we're liv-
ing here now,” she said. “This has
been something I've always
wanted to do. Our mission is for
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Stephane Ann, a Brandon High graduate; will play her Stad-A-Fiddle
three times a day at the strawherry festival. She and her husband
are building a home in Brandon and plan to start a violiir school.
